Mariam needs a sponsor. She lives in 
Burkina Faso, where our ministry is 
located. Burkina has the highest 
illiteracy in the world, because the 
country is too poor to provide schools 
for most of the children, so Mariam is 
blessed to be attending one of our 
schools. She has three brothers, and two 
sisters. Her father lives and works in 
Ivory Coast. Her mother collects 
kindling wood to sell. 
 

Miraim is in third grade. Her favorite 
subject is mathematics and her favorite 
food is rice. She likes to jump rope with 
her friends. Her birthday is sometime in 
2001. Poor people often cannot afford 
birth certificates. 
 
As a sponsored child, Mariam will 
receive some extra benefits. Once a 
week she will receive two hours of 
tutoring to help her keep up with her 
classes. She will also receive food to 
take home to share with her family, such 
as large sacks of rice, beans, and 
peanuts, and mangoes and eggs. She will 
also receive soap and a treat, such as 
sweetened sesame seeds.  
 
She will also take part in weekly two 
hour Bible lessons, where she will learn 
lots of lively African songs about Jesus, 
and stories about salvation, prayer, 
kindness, and other important truths. 
Prayer request time is also important as 
the children share from their hearts—
little things, but also some big things that 
break our hearts. 
 
Pray that we will find more sponsors, so 
we will be able to include more children, 
such as Mariam. We also pray for our 
sponsors. Many are themselves 
experiencing financial difficulties.
