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Dear prayer partners, 
 
God must have been laughing when He 
created donkeys. Early in the mornings 
in Burkina Faso, you can hear their 
ridiculous hee-haws. Later you will see 
them pulling wagons full of goods to 
sell. And you may see an isolated 
donkey right in the middle of the divided 
highway, taking up both lanes as he 
stops to poop. 
 

  
 
But earlier still, you will hear the 
roosters cock-a-doodling to let you know 
that they are awake. And at 4:40 a.m. the 
Muslim imam gives the call to prayer 
over a loud-speaker. Hearing the drone 
of the call to prayer, we are reminded to 
pray for the many people in Burkina 
who do not know that God loves them so 
much that He sent His Son to die on the 
cross for them.   
 

Most of the ministry of West African 
Christian Ministries is located in the city 
of Bobo-Dioulasso, which has a 
population of almost 700,000. Most of 
the people in Bobo are Muslims. 
Mosques feature no songs of 
thanksgiving and joy, but in the smallest 
of our mud brick churches, people are 
praising our wonderful Lord for giving 
His life for us. Even outside the open 
doors of the churches, Muslims find 
themselves singing and dancing along 
with the songs of praise. We pray that 
the words of the songs will penetrate 
their hearts and they will receive Jesus 
as their Savior.

Dave and I had the privilege of going to 
Burkina Faso for three weeks to 
participate in the wonderful things that 
God is doing there. With the help of 
Mathieu as translator, Dave taught 
classes for 12 days for Elim Bible 
Institute students. Most of these students 
will be preachers and/or teachers for our 
elementary schools. 
 
Besides teaching for four hours six days 
a week, Dave was preaching on Sundays 
(one week at two different churches). 
One of the most exciting times was 
when Dave had the privilege of 
preaching at the dedication of a new 
church in the village of Bourodougou. 



Most of the people in this village are 
idol-worshipers who live in constant fear 
of displeasing evil spirits. So the people 
in this new church have turned from idol 
worship to being reconciled to the living 
God and having peace with Him. 
 

Place for sacrificing chickens to appease 
the spirits 
 
For three days I had some of our 
sponsored children over for lunch. These 
four girls were thirsty and so I gave them 
bottles of water—they were thrilled as 
you can see. Even the empty water 
bottles are prized in Burkina. 
 

 Drinking bottled water! 
 
I wanted to know what the children were 
learning spiritually. One girl said, “I love 
Jesus. He died on the cross for me.” 

Several girls from Muslim families were 
not ready to commit to Jesus. But they 
still enjoyed singing the songs about 
Him, so the seed has been planted. 
 
Samiratou is living with her Muslim 
uncle. Her parents died of AIDS. She, 
herself, has epilepsy. Her uncle’s 
girlfriend makes and sells the local beer. 
This is a terrible situation for Samiratou, 
but she says her home is in Jesus. We 
thank God for Samiratou’s sweet heart 
and we are preparing a home for 
children like her. 
 

 
“My home is in Jesus.” 
 
The home we are building for AIDS 
orphans like Samiratou is progressing. In 
Burkina Faso, even the concrete blocks 
are made by the builders. This week the 
roof should be going on the building. We 
will also be including widowed mothers 
with AIDS and their children. We are 
short about $4,000 to complete this 
home. 
 
I interviewed many children needing 
sponsors. Felix is one of my favorites. 
He has large tumors up and down his 
legs, but he says his future is in the 
Lord’s hands. He asks for prayer for his 
health. Doctors in Burkina are very 



scarce and they are unable to do 
anything for him.

Only 
God can make our application come to 
the top of the pile. 
 
Pray for Vacation Bible Schools and 
camps taking place during the summer.

He is doing in our ministry in Burkina
